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The two pairs of red and yellow double decker elevators in
the model serve as colour guides to distinguish the north/
south and east/west pair of legs.

The original tower is assembled from pre-made
pieces, just like a giant LEGO® model! While the Eiffel
tower contains 18,038 different pieces, this LEGO
version has 10,0001 individual LEGO elements.
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The lifts of the Eiffel tower are greased every day.
With beef fat.
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B

Hydraulic jocks were fitted to the shoes at the
base of each leg of the real tower to allow for
precise alignment. The legs on the LEGO® model
also have some flexibility to allow them to be
Jjoined together precisely.
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B

The arches in between the tower's legs are
recreated using LEGO® rollercoaster tracks, and the
curves are completed using LEGO outer cables.
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The arches between the legs on the Eiffel tower
are not load bearing, they are purely decorative
- this is also true of the LEGO® model, where the

arches are also for decorative purposes only.
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. ’ o Gustave Eiffel engraved the names of 72 French

4Lx 4Lx 8x scientists, engineers and mathematicians into
the tower. On the LEGO® model the names are
represented by 72 LEGO Ingot pieces.
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
