BUILT TO LAST

Originally manufactured by Kuat Systems Engineering, Jango's starship stands out with its vertical
configuration, pivoting 90 degrees during flight. Its weathered blue-green-and-yellow colour
scheme makes it deceptively non-threatening - at least at first glance. At 21.5 metres (70.6 ft.)
long, it's not overwhelming in size (wingspan is 21.3 metres (69 ft. 11in)), but it’s a fast, reliable
getaway when dodging the Jedi.

Under Jango Fett's control, the starship’s interior
has been customised to transport prisoners,
with limited focus on comfort. The exterior now
features advanced stealth tech and powerful
deflector shields. Its arsenal includes seismic
charges and enhanced twin blaster cannons,
but the naval minelayer and concealed
torpedoes are perhaps the most ingenious
adaptations. Together, they unleash a swarm

of unpleasantness on unsuspecting pursuers.
After Jango meets his untimely demise, Jango's
unaltered clone son, Boba Fett™, inherits the
starship to carry on his father's infamous legacy.

Before many of us first saw Jango Fett's iconic
starship, we knew it under the ownership of
Boba Fett™. Later, we followed its adventures
throughout the expanding saga. For this model,
we tapped into its origin story as a rare classic,
in both the Star Wars™ and LEGO® galaxies.
